	· Questions:

e.g. Have you got a passport/ driving licence/ identity card etc on you? Do you mind showing your photos? Do you like your photos in your personal documents?

(For lower levels: 
Give a list of features and qualities. Students/learners mark the ones they think appropriate)


	· Students/learners are given a portrait and a questionnaire each. They fill in the form on their own. They look up words in the dictionary or ask teacher for help. 

· Then students/learners work in pairs and present their results to each other and give reasons.

Revision: Conversation-strategies

	· Blackboard

What can you say in order to 



-express your opinion 

-give reasons

-contradict to an opinion?

-present arguments?

· Expressions are listed on blackboard
	· Students/learners give examples:

   -I think…-I find… -In my opinion…

   -I am afraid I don’t agree with you…

Practice 


	· The pairs of students/learners that have worked together before form groups of four or six students/learners.


	· The groups exchange portraits and questionnaires.

· In each group students/learners try to match portraits and questionnaires

· Results are presented to the class:

“We think this is … because…”
“In our opinion …….”


	5) 15´ 
Practice


	· Biography cards

(exercise especially suitable for 3rd age people)

	· Students/learners are given one biography card each and form pairs: 
They present the persons on their cards and ask for the expression in italics, e.g.:

     “ Alfred Nobel was a chemist who 
      invented the dynamite. He lived   

     from…to...

    Where was he from?”
· After students/learners have answered each other’s questions they exchange cards and find new partners. 



	6) 20´ 
Transfer and consolidation
	· Adhesive tape

Portraits and respective questionnaires are hung up on wall
	· Students/learners match the biography cards that they hold in their hands to the portraits. 
· They compare information on questionnaire and biography cards and present results to the group.
