	Teacher puts the cards on the table and hangs the map of Europe (you can also use a world map) on the wall.

Teacher encourages the students to identify the different flags and to look for similarities and to compare them making comments and exchanging opinions.

	3. 10’ speaking
	A list of European nations
	Pin the national flags on the respective country on the map. The students stand in a half circle with their teacher and he/she starts asking the first questions: e.g.: which are the bordering countries of Germany, the student next to him answers, e.g.:“The neighbouring countries are …”; the next student asks his/her neighbour and so on.

Students work with a list of nations and have to look for its adjectives.
